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The good news is that God wants to settle out of court (1:15-18). Right in the midst 
of so much bad news, He has a plan…to forgive sin and at the same time to 
demonstrate His holiness.

If God is going to settle out of court, what does He need to do?

1. God must be the one to come and meet with us A Isaiah 7-11
2. God must be strong enough to make it happen A Isaiah 40
3. God must demonstrate He is qualified to do it A Isaiah 43-45
4. God must be willing to pay the full price A Isaiah 52-53
5. God must let us know what it will cost us A Isaiah 55

What will God do to negotiate this settlement?

1. God is going to do the impossible (Isaiah 7:10-14).

2. God will bring light to the land of darkness (Isaiah 9:1-5).

3. God will take on flesh like a child (Isaiah 9:6).

4. God will rule through His Son (Isaiah 9:6).

5.  God will take care of all unfinished business (Isaiah 9:7).

God wants to meet with you!
